You also need to type up the stdprstep instructions for your technique in a Microsoft Word

document. Include the before and after thumbnail images in the document. It should also contain screen
shots of important settings and adjustments. Spend some time formatting your instructions. Remember,
this is also an exercise in Word; play with fonts, ceeleadings, columns, lists, hanging indents, etc. And
donOt forgetE HAVE FUN!
