FTP—File Transfer Protocol

FTP is a method for transferring files between computers, usually across the Internet. It is the
most efficient way to copy your completed web site files from the local computer to the web
server. This process is called “uploading.” It can also be used to “download” files from a web
server.

On the Macs we will use an FTP client application called Cyberduck. You can launch it from the
Applications>FTP folder on the Dock.

To log-in:

1. Set the Protocol to “FTP”
2. Enter usermname.aisites.com

as the Server
3. The Port should be “21”
4. Enter your full OLS email address as

your Username
5. Use your OLS email password for the

Password field
6. Make sure Anonymous Login and

Add to Keychain are NOT checked
7. Type “/public_html” in the Path field
8. click Connect

To upload, you can now drag-and-drop from a Finder window to the Cyberduck window. You
can transfer individual files or entire folders. The first time you log-in, recommend using
Cyberduck to delete the existing contents of your /public_html folder.

When you are done, be sure to click the Disconnect button to log-out and quit the
application.
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
