
FUNDAMENTALS OF INTERACTIVE DESIGN  [Armato] 
Assignment #1 – Hello World – [10pts] 

 
Create a basic HTML page. Save it as index.html. Upload the file to your web server with the 
OLS web-based interface. The page should simply contain a title, your name, a sentence or two 
about yourself, and text links to each of the remaining weekly assignments (ÒAssignment 02Ó 
through ÓAssignment 10Ó ) and the two major projects (ÒProject 01Ó and ÒProject 02Ó). See the 
Syllabus for the specific titles of the assignments and descriptions of each of them. This is your 
home page and will serve as a portal to each of your future assignments. You should also go ahead 
and create placeholder pages for each of the assignments. 
 
After you upload your files and test the site, email your URL to me from your OLS account. 
 
 
This is the basic structure of an HTML document: 
 
<html> 
 <head> 
  <title>This text shows up in the browser's title bar.</title> 
 </head> 
 <body> 
  <p>...the Body contains the viewable content of the web page...</p> 
  <p>All content must be enclosed in a block-level element, such as a 
 paragraph.</p> 
 </body> 
</html> 
 
Folders, files and document paths: 
File names must always end with an extension. This is a period followed by 3 or 4 letters. You can 
string together folder names and a file name to create a path that indicates where the file is 
located. In this case, any text followed by a forward slash (/) is a folder. 
 
The format of a hyperlink: 
<a href=”foldername /filename.html ”>This text will be blue and underlined.</a> 
Using ../ in a path tells the browser to exit the current folder before looking for the rest of the 
path. (e.g. Ò../assignment04/a04.htmlÓ could be used in a03.html to link to the a04 file.

assignment03/a03.html 
assignment04/a04.html 
assignment05/a05.html 
assignment06/a06.html 
assignment07/a07.html 
assignment08/a08.html 
assignment09/a09.html 
assignment10/a10.html 
project01/p01.html 
project02/p02.html

work_files contains source files and 
work-in-progress files. These are files that 
will not be uploaded to the server.
